Adjective Agreement 
Actually, some of these adjectives that needed more changes follow 
regular patterns.

If the masculine ends in..., then the feminine ending changes to...
  
Masculine Feminine

-eux -euse

-if -ive

 More Explanation of Adjectives
Remember to make 
an adjective plural 
(masculine or 
feminine), you 
usually add an “s” 
to the end of the 
word, unless the 
adjective ends in 
“s” or “x.”

Examples

Masculine Masculine Feminine 
Singular Plural Plural

creatif creatifs creatives

heureux heureux heureuses
