● Born in Figueres, Catalonia, Spain (close to 
the French border)

● Played with future FC Barcelona futbolistas 
Sagibarba and Josep Samitier

● In 1916 Dalí attended the Municipal 
Drawing School in Figueres.

● On a family trip to Cadaqués with the 
Ramon Pichot family, Dalí’s works to notice 
and his father had an exhibition of Dalí’s 
charcoal works in their family home..

● In 1922 he moved to Madrid to study at  
Real Academia de Bellas Artes de San 
Fernando.

● Dalí became a member of Ultra, an 
avant garde group

● Was influenced by Picasso (cubism) 
and Miró

● Studied Dada and Futurism
● Dalí held his first solo exhibition at 

Galeries Dalmau in Barcelona in 
November 1925

● He was also influenced by Freud and his 
psychological theory.

● Dalí worked with many film directors 
including Disney, Buñuel, and Kubrick.

● In August of 1929 he met Gala whom he 
would marry.

● In 1931 and 1932 he had two exhibitions 
one which included his most popular work 
La persistencia de memoria.

● Dalí was ambiguous about his politics until 
1949 where he began to embrace 
Catholicism.  This outraged his fellow leftist 
artists.

● He created a theater-museum in 1960 in 
his hometown Figueres.

Disney and Dalí began collaboration of an 
animated film in 1946.  Dalí created 22 paintings 
and 135 storyboards, drawing and sketches.  
Disney studios created 20 seconds of original 
animation based on Dalí’s works. 

It was shelved due to financial constraints due to 
WWII.  It was picked back up until 1999 when 
Roy Disney decided to bring it back after 
Fantasia 2000 was released. 

Wanting to be authentic to the original art, 
Disney brought back original animators to 
complete the work.  It was released in 2003 and 
earned a Academy Award nomination for Best 
Animated Short Film

Salvador Dalí
● The largest Dalí collection outside of Europe is in St. Petersburg, Florida.  Reynolds and 

Eleanor Morse began collecting Dalí’s works and had so many that they created a 

museum, The Dalí Museum (originally in Ohio).

● Dali Theater Museum

● Chronological works of art by Dalí

● Dalí Biography and Timeline

● Dalí constructed a castle for Gala (poet) and is now a museum dedicated to them both.

● The Museo Reina Sofia is the modern art museum in Madrid containing Spain’s most 

renowned artists’ works of art.

● The Salvador Dalí House Museum is where he lived from 1930-1982 (death of Gala)

● Dalí was also on a game show “What’s My Line”
