INTRODUCTION TO POWER TOOLS

-DRIVEN BY ELECTRIC MOTORS, BATTERTES, OR COMPRESSED AIR
-CORDED OR CORDLESS

-PROPER SAFETY PROCEDURES MUST BE FOLLOWED
-APPROPRIATE PPE MUST BE WORN

-NEVER USE ANY POWER TOOL WITHOUT PROPER TRAINING.




POWER TOOL SAFETY

AVOIDING FLECTRIC SHOCK
-ANY EXPOSURE TO ELECTRIC SHOCK CAN BE DANGEROUS.
-NEARLY ALL SHOCKS CAN BE AVOTDED.
-SOMETOOLS ARE DOUBLE TNSULATED—TWO-PRONGED PLUG.
-SOME HAVE A GROUND WIRE ON THE INSIDE OF THE TODL—THREE-PRONGED PLUG.
-AVOID USTNG POWER TOOLS TN DAMP PLACES.

SAFETY TAGS
DO NOT PUT TOOLS THAT NEED REPAIR BACK ON THE SHELF.
MARK DEFECTIVE TOOLS WITH A TAG.

— LIST WHAT IS WRONG WITH THE TOOL.

— WRITE “D0 NOT USE”™ ON THE TAG.



POWER DRILL
