Objective/Learning Target:  
Students will be able to identify generic intervals.
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Generic Intervals: 1st



Notice, each interval is the next line or space above the first note. C is on the line below the staff 
and D is the space right above it. D is in the space right below the staff and E is the next line above 
it. Etc. 
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Generic Intervals: 3rd



If you count from the starting note up, you will count to 4 for a fourth interval. Example: 
Starting on C (the first picture) C=1 D=2 E=3 F=4. 

This will be true for every interval.

Generic Intervals: 6th
